criatividade nos anos 1960, quando excentricidades iam sendo mais
toleradas.

Silverstein teve uma filha, Shoshanna. A mde de Shanna morreu
guando a menina tinha cince ancs. E ela se foi com 11, vitima de
um aneurisma cerebral, em 1982,

Tesarac, para o poeta que cunhou a palavra, era 1isso: um
vécuo. Um evento tdc brutal e aterrador que transforma a vida. A
unica coisa gque um pai sabe, nessa hora, é que tudo serid muito
diferente.

Na etimologia, a palavra perdeu sua origem tragica mas manteve
o) sentido de transformagido brusca. Durante um tesarac, sabemos
que o© mundo antige J4 passou, mas o novo ainda ndo existe. As
regras se perdem. Em algumas décadas, a sociedade se recrganizara.
Havera novas instituicdes, novas ideias politicas, outra estrutura
social.

Vivemos um tesarac. O mundo estd mudando prefundamente e
sabemos disso. Sabemos também gue o causador da mudanga € a
tecnologia de comunicacgdo. S& o que ndo sabemos & em gue o mundo
se transformara.

O Gltimo tesarac teve inicio em 1449, Foi a invengdoc europeia
da imprensa por Johannes Gutenberg. A tecnologia, num Unico golpe,
jogou para baixo os pregos da reproducdoc e da distribuigdo de
infeormacdc. As mudangas causadas foram profundas, porém lentas e,
no inicio, discretas. No primeiro momento, uma nova classe social
teve acesso a livros. Era a burguesia. Depois, livros comecgaram a
gser publicados na lingua que as pesscas falavam na rua: italiano,
francés, alemdc, ndo mais grego cléssico ou latim. Dai mudaram os
assuntos. Se antes religido era predominante, pds Gutenberg vieram
engenharia, agricultura, classificagdc dos seres vivos, leis.

A primeira vitima da imprensa fol a Igreja, que na Idade Média
tinha o monopdlic da informagdc. Mas demorou guase 70 anos entre
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Gutenberg e Luterc. C Antigo Regime também ndo resistiu ao fluxo
continuado de informag¢do. As revolugdes Americana e Francesa, e
com elas a democracia, sdo filhas do texto impresso.

Informagao digital jogou no chdo, repentinamente, o preco da
reproducdo e distribuigio de informagdo. Se distribuir jornal era
caro no interior da Africa, a previsdo do tempo para agricultores
agora chega por textso no celular. 8e acesso a cinema era dificil
nas c¢idadezinhas do mundo em gque o filme nido chega, via banda
larga ele aparece, tanto legal quanto ilegalmente. Todo lugar em
gque sinal de satélite chega, hoje, €& potencialmente um lugar em
gue existe uma biblioteca daquelas gque vinte anos atras sé
encontravamos nos grandes centros urbanos.

A Shift from Nursing Homes to Managed Care at Home

Faced with soaring health care costs and shrinking Medicare
and Medicaid financing, nursing home operators are closing some
facilities and embracing an emerging model of care that allows
many elderly patients to remain in their homes and still receive
the medical and social services available in institutions.

In the newer model, a team of doctors, social workers,
physical and occupaticnal therapists and other specialists provide
managed care for individual patients at home, at adult day-care
centers and in visits to specialists. Studies suggest that it can
be less expensive than traditional nursing homes while providing
better medical outcomes.

The number of such programs has expanded rapidly, growing
from 42 programs in 22 states in 2007 to 84 in 29 states today. In
New York City, a program run by a division of Center Light Health
System, formerly known as the Beth Abraham Family of Health
Services, has over 2,500 9participants at 12 sites in the
metropolitan area.

“It used to be that 1if you needed some kind of long-term
care, the only way vyou could get that service was in a nursing
home, with 24-hour nursing care,” said Jason A. Helgerson, the
Medicaid director for New York State. “That meant we were
instituticnalizing service for people, many of whom didn’t need
24-hour nursing care. If a person can get a service like home
hezlth care or Meals on Wheels, they can stay in an apartment and
thrive in that environment, and it’s a lower cost to taxpayers.”

LeGrand is among a small group of female officers who are
training at sites including Groton, Connecticut, to join the elite
submarine force beginning later this year. While the Navy says it
is not treating them any differently from their male counterparts,
officials have been working to prepare the submarine crews — and
the sailors' wives — for one of the most dramatic changes in the
l1l-year history of the Navy's "silent service."

The change 1s a source of anxiety for others, including the
wives of submariners, who worry the close contact at sea could
lead to sailors' cheating. The issue really has to do with the
creation of a relationship that becomes very close and then
results in further relations ashore. That is, of course, what
bothers the wives. "“They know the kind of relationships that
happens between the shipmates”™, said retired Navy Rear Adm. W.J.
Holland Jr., a former submarine commander.

The initial class of 24 women will be divided among four
submarines, where they will be outnumbered by men by a ratio of
roughly 1 to 25. The enlisted ranks, which make up about 90
percent of a sub's 160-sailor crew, are not open to women although
the Navy 1is exploring modifications to create separate bunks for
men and women.

The female officers, many of them engineering graduates from
Annapelis, are accustomed to being in the mincrity, and so far
they say they hardly feel 1ike outsiders. The nuclear power school
that 1is part o¢f their training, for example, has been open to
women for years because the Navy in 139%4 reversed a ban on females
serving on its surface ships, including ruclear-powered vessels.
